A total of 986 warrants were served.Costs & fines totaled $149,000. Over $10,000.00 was collected during 
those two days with additional funds being paid by payment plans. 
 
Of those 986 Warrants there were: 
 
215 Court Of Common Pleas Bench Warrants  771 District Magistrate Warrants 
24 Felony Warrants      87 Misdemeanor Warrants 
735 Summary Warrants
